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Keys to success:

· The daily routine is consistent and children are warned when there will be changes. 

· Children are encouraged to interact with other children and teachers.

· Children have the opportunity to explore actively using all senses and a variety of materials that they choose. 

· Children will be encouraged to take care of their own needs and learn to ask for assistance when needed. 

Work Time (Free Time):
This time is designed for the children to choose from a variety of activities and materials that are available. Teachers should observe and interact with a variety of children, extend their play through open ended questions and by facilitating conversation and problem-solving.
Clean-up Time: 
Children are expected to return material to their proper location. The process of cleaning up is a learning experience for the children. Teachers need to help the children make choices about what materials to clean up and talk with them about what they are doing.

Circle time:
Children sit at the carpet and participate in a structured lesson…we always introduce a concept/theme and carry it through the day. Assigned circle time teachers will plan and teach the lesson…

· Skill building activities

· Sing Songs

· Theme related activities

· Read a Story

Small Group Time:
· We supply the children with an idea or activity that carries the concept/theme. The children are encouraged to use the materials in their own way.

· Most of the time the children do a project that gives them something tangible to explain to their families what they learned at school.

· This time should emphasize fine motor and/or group skills. Ideas may include:

· Arts and Crafts

· Science

· Group games

· Math

· Cooking

Children should help clean up and remain at the tables until supplies are put away.

Large Motor:
Here, children usually are involved in a physical game or activity that uses large motor skills and usually group participation skills. Music and movement activities are encouraged. Most often we leave the classroom for this activity so that children can have a change of scenery and so helpers are able to do their jobs. Teachers should actively participate with the children and encourage/facilitate child participation also.
