The BEST Play-Dough Recipe

Have you ever made play dough and it just fell apart?? Well… not this time. This recipe will make play dough that is seriously the closest thing to store-bought you’ll ever make. No falling apart or drying out (as long as stored in a sealed container). It will last up to 6 months.
The secret to this recipe??   
Two things: First, Cream of Tartar… it’s what helps the dough stay together. And second, not a lot of salt… all that salt dries out your dough!



Ready to make it? Here we go:

Ingredients: 
1 C Flour 
1 C Water 
1/4 C Salt 
1 TBSP Vegetable Oil 
2 tsp Cream of Tartar 
Food Coloring (actual coloring or a kool-aid packet will do) 

Sauce Pan and Wooden Spoon 

1. Mix dry ingredients together in a saucepan. 

2. Slowly add water and oil. 

3. Mix well until you have a creamy mixture with very few clumps.

4. Turn heat on medium and cook until the mixture is no longer liquid. Make sure all parts are cooked. The outer parts will take longer to get blended in correctly.

5. Once the mixture is cooked remove from heat. Place on wax paper or cooking board.

6. Let the mixture cool for a bit then knead. Make sure you knead it well. 

7. Wrap in plastic wrap.

8. Bring to school for credit
